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XA R7 Enterprise Integrator Workshop

This workshop is designed to teach powerful programming capabilities to AS/400 support professional responsible for enhancing MAPICS applications. Attendees will learn how to use Integrator to provide new application functions in the MAPICS Client Architecture. 
Topics include creating new business objects, extending existing business objects by adding attributes, comments and code files, and integrating with non-MAPICS functions using program actions and client API's. During the course of this workshop, attendees will design and program an Integrator application, reviewing with instruction all capabilities needed to effectively develop Integrator applications.
